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Guidelines for skiing Guests Proceeding Outside
the Kurodake Ski Resort Controlled Area (backcountry)
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The Kurodake Ski Resort is divided into controlled and uncontrolled areas. Please refer to
the course map for details. Around Mt.Kurodake 7th Station where the boundary of the
controlled area is not clear, poles are installed to indicate the resort boundary. Please
understand that beyond these poles are uncontrolled area, which is outside of ski resort
management.
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From the Kurodake Cable Car Sounkyo Station to the lift boarding point is not part of the
ski course. Anyone intending to ski there must do so with adequate preparation, proper
equipment, and a well-considered plan before entering.
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All persons engaging in the activities described
above (A and B) must complete and submit the
Mountain Entry Consent available at the 5th
Station building.
The Climbing Consent Form may also be
downloaded in advance from the official
website and submitted at the ticket counter.
In addition, climbers are required to submit a
separate Climbing Notification to the police
station.
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Entry into the ski course is strictly
prohibited for those not skiing. Snow
grooming vehicles may be operating
and skiers may be descending,

creating a serious risk of accidents. If
you are climbing the Mt.Kurodake,
please walk on the right side of the
Seppi Course.
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Climbing and skiing outside the controlled
area (backcountry activities) require
thorough prior preparation and proper
equipment. Skiers and climbers must
anticipate and understand the various risks
involved, and enter only with sufficient
knowledge and readiness. All visitors are
required to comply with ski resort rules and
to complete the necessary submissions and
notifications before entry.
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For those intending to climb above
the 7th Station, or outside the
controlled ski area,

must enter the mountain through
the Kurodake Gate, located
immediately to the left of the lift
drop-off area.
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Rescue services from Kurodake Ski
Resort will not be dispatched for
those engaging in the activities
described above (A and B).

In case of an emergency, please
contact the police directly (110),
NOT the Kurodake Ski Resort.
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The Kurodake Cable Car provides
rental of snowshoes and ski
equipment; however, the use of rental
equipment for skiing or climbing
outside the controlled ski area is
strictly prohibited.
Anyone found engaging in such
activities will have their lift ticket and
rental equipment confiscated.
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Rescue operations may take considerable
time and may incur charges.
If the Kurodake Cable car and ski lift must be‘r
operated outside of regular business hours &
for rescue purposes, the costs will be
charged to the person requiring rescue or to
their family.
The same applies in cases where the police
or fire department operate the Kurodake Lift
or Ropeway outside of business hours for
rescue purposes.
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
